PTOC - Mark Davis-Craig urged administration to invite PTOC and other association representatives 
to meetings where their perspective can be gathered. Noted that Lee Ann Dickinson-Ketley met with 
nutrition committee and were happy to hear of the changes occurring. A program to offer Local farm 
produce will also be offered. 

AAPAC - Scott White read from a prepared report (Attachment B) 

AAAA - Pat Rose noted a great start to the school year. Professional development was energizing 
and appreciated. Middle School restructuring is off and running. 

BOARD COMMITTEE REPORTS 
Performance - Trustee Mexicotte noted that the first meeting is scheduled for 5pm on 911 0 and is 
open to the public. Additional meetings will be decided at that meeting 

Planning - Trustee Gates-Bryant noted that a meeting will be scheduled between now and 9/14 - 
tentatively on 9/10 @ 5:30pm, but check the website for updates. 

INFORMATION 
Proposed District Goals 
Dr. Roberts presented the district goals with a Powerpoint. 

Friedman is impressed by the clarity of the goals and comprehensive nature of them. Need to be 
consistent across grade levels and the district. District has turned to the parent community to ask 
what needs to be done - want it to come from the administration. Trustee Mexicotte would like us to 
engage the PAC; a large amount of information can come from this group.

Trustee Nelson commented that these are good goals and challenging. Need to determine what 
community engagement is. Advocacy for children needs to be paid more attention to. 

It was noted that the 3-tiered system for struggling learners is for all students. 

Vice President Patalan is happy and excited with the presentation with the goals. Asked about what 
has been done by the task force for teaching Mandarin Chinese. Dr. Roberts responded that the 
committee has visited several school districts who offer world languages at elementary level- how to 
offer it, what to teach, when to offer it - from full immersion to offering classes and in what grade level 
to offer it. Need to determine how it would be implemented and what language to offer. Spanish has 
been the predominant language at the state level. 

President Cross asked to what standard should we aspire? To what extent do we need to be thinking 
in terms of international standards. Dr. Roberts noted that through the strategic planning effort we will 
be looking at measuring our district according to international standards. Ann Arbor was measured 
against some national tests. The MEAP intent was not to compare to other districts in the state, but to 
your own district and to the state standards; however, that is how it is being used. Noted that at the 
high school level the SAT and ACT is a good measurement of progress and 100% participation will be 
required in 2 years. 

President Cross noted that the board is best when they are focused. Need to work at identifying what 
the Board goal will be in the next few months. 

Facilities Update 
Mr. Allen and Mr. Trent presented the facilities update. Mr. Allen thanked Nancy Hoover for her 
assistance in getting the reconciliation together, and thanked Randy Trent for his coordination efforts. 

President Cross appreciates the clarity of the information and format of the report. 

Vice President Patalan was appreciative of the hard work accomplished over the summer. Thanked 
the maintenance, custodial and grounds staff for their hard work over summer as well.
