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School board membership shifts
Area districts to see some leadership changes as plans begin for 2009-10

Most July school board meetings are fairly routine events.

Beards take a quick break from summer to renew contracts with banks, authorize the business coffice to
sign checks and renew other routine contracts.

But as school boards begin that process this week, three area beards will see changes as well as new
members are sworn in.

In Ann Arbor, longtime school board President Karen Cross has retired. That means a new ieader for the
board will have to be elected when the board gathers on Wednesday.

At that board meeting, Adam Hollier, who was elected to the board in May gven after saying before the
election thai he wasn't interested in the seat anymore because cof family time commitments, will be sworn

into office.

Hollier has said in the past that he would serve on the board only until a replacement is found for him. He
was unable to be reached for comment last week.

Hollier's election isn't expected to change the tenor of the board, which, except for Hollier, has been
together for four years, with severat board members stretching back further than that.

Like Ann Arbor, the change in board members in Saline is not expected to cause a major shift in the
direclion of the district.

In Willow Run, Joi Jenson and Angiesia Brown ran a joint campaign of change for the district, which is
struggling financially and academically as it continuss to see an enrollment decline. The new board
members officially join the board on Thursday.

Tha pair doesn't support many of Superintendent Daris Hope-Jackson's programs.

They are taking over seais from board President Claudette Braxtcn, who decided not to run for reelection,
and incumbent Andy Blakila, a 24-year veteran of the board. Both Braxten and Blakita were Hope-
Jackson's biggest supporters on the board.

The switch puts the balance of power on the board to thase who are mere critical than supportive of Hope-
Jackson.

Neither Brown or Jenson has directly called far Hope-Jackson to be replaced. Insteac bolh have said they
can work with her if she's willing to improve in several areas.

No matter tbe superintendent, many in the community are hopeful that the change in the board will iead to



a hetier Willow Run.

"We've made too many mistakes in the past," said Rick Mayfair, who has ona son who has graduated from
the district and another in middle school.

"I think the new board will bring some new ideas for the schools to try. We've got to do something new.
What's being done isn't working."

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Longtime Roberto Clemente principal and
NAAPID founder Joe Dulin to retire

It's not a stretch to call local educator Joe Dulin a legend.

The nationally known 52-vear education veteran and founding principal of Ann Arbor's Roberto Clemente
Student Development Center has been known as an activist, reformer, role model, father figure, community
leader, volunteer, mentor and more.

And the legend who used to tell his wife he'd never retire has decided to do so.

The Ann Arbor Public Schools announced his retirernent Wednesday in a note to the public, inviting those
who know Dulin and have been influenced by him to participate in a potluck July [8th from 10:30 am. to |
p.n1. at Roberto Clemente, 4377 Textile Road, Y psilanti.

"Fifty-two years is a long time," said Dulin, who has spent 35 of those years at Clemente, an alternative
school for students in eighth through 12th grade who've struggled in other learning environments. "It's a
privilege to look back and see what you have done with kids. I think it was a good time."

Dulin, 73, was the first African American lay principal of a Catholic School in the nation. He has scrved as
an otficer and member of numerous boards and organizations, including on an advisory team to presidential

candidate Al Gore. He also founded National African Amcucan Parent Involvement Day in November 1995

" to encourage black parents to be involved in their children's education.

Famous for his booming voice and take-no-backtalk attitude, Dulin grew up.in segregated Evansville, Ind.,

and took stands from early on, once refusing to leave a restaurant as a young boy and later lcading a group
of black children to the city’s all-white pool 1o demand to be allowed to swim.

[t is not clear who will replace Dulin. whose last day in July 22.
Dulin said Wednesday that after some vacation and family time, he'll be back at work as a volunteer.

"I am not going to rush into anything," he said. "But I always say as long as I live, I owe, [ owe, [ owe. So ]
will be paying some of my debt back to the community."”

A candidate who was elected after he said he was withdrawing from the race has decided to serve his two-
year term on the Ann Arbor schoal board.

Adam Hollier took his oath as trustee at Wednesday night's board meeting.

"I'm here," Hollier said with a laugh, after the meeting. "There was a lot gotng on (at the time) but things
have settled down."

Iollier, who ran unsuccessfully for the board against incumbent Helen Gates-Bryant in 2008, said in April
he was withdrawing for family reasons from the May school election. But it was after the deadline to
officially withdraw from the race, so his name remained on the ballot, and he won the seat over candidate
Ravi Nigam. After the election, Hollier said he would serve until a replacement could be found.

Wednesday night, he volunteered to serve as parliamentarian for the board, and the board accepted him tn
that role.

The school board also elected its new officers Wednesday night, unanimously choosing Deb Mexicotte as
president and Irene Patalan vice president, e

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Ann Arbor school board backs countywide
enhancement millage

The Apn Arbor schivol board Wednesday night threw its support behind a proposed county-wide tax to help
fund local school districts.

The board voted unanimously to ask the Washtenaw Intermediate School District to place a 2-mill tax
request on the Nov. 3 ballot,

Districts with al least 51 percent of students in Washtenaw Courty must approve requests to put the
question on the ballot in order for it to go before voters in November.

The Aun Arbor board is at least the third regional school district to approve the measure. Saline and Dexter
boards have already approved it, Ann Arbor school officials said.

If voters approve the measure, it would increase the fimit on property taxes assessed in the Washtenaw
Intermediate School District's area by two mills, or $2 per $1.,000 of taxable value. Schootl officials say the
measure js needed to bolster funding for local districts, which are struggling financially in the poor

economy.

The increase would go into effect for budget years 2009 throngh 2013, or five vears.

The district just adopted its most recent budget after wrestling with a $7.1 million budget shortfall. That gap
is projected to grow to between $11 million and $15 million in the next couple of budget years, Roberts
Said. . - - — _— . B e mm e e e e e .

The millage would generate about $30 million countywide, which could translate into about $11 million for

the Ann Arbor district.
- "In order to maintain the excellent schools we-have in- Ann Arbor and in the county we need to take this

option," Superintendent Todd Roberts told board members. "We know excellent schools are critical for
attracting business to the area."
